	1.   Fishbowl (Inner/outer circles)
	Engaging in a group discussion about a specific topic; some students form the inner circle and model appropriate discussion techniques while the outer circle of students listen, respond, and evaluate. *SIOP
	Provides students with an opportunity to engage in a formal discussion and to experience roles both as participant and as active listener; students also have the responsibility of supporting their opinions and responses using specific textual evidence.


	2.   Jigsaw
	Requiring that students read different passages form a single text or selections from several texts and take on the role of experts with the specified text, then share the information from that reading with a specific group or the whole class (e.g., students can read different sections of a chapter, short story, article). *SIOP

	Summarizes and presents information to others in a way that facilitates an understanding of a text (or multiple texts) without having each student read the text in its entirety.

	3.   Literature Circles
	Engaging small groups of students in reading different novels simultaneously in order to participate in a shared reading experience; based on the objective(s) of the lesson, students take on a variety of roles throughout the reading experience. *SIOP

	Provides students an opportunity to interact with one another as they read, respond to, and inter a common text.

	4.   Performance 
	Acting out individual and group interpretations of text. * Developing Metacognitive Skills 
	Provides opportunities for students to demonstrate an understanding of texts in ways other than the written word.

	5.   Think-Pair-Share
	Giving students a topic or question and directing them to think about it and write what they know or have learned; then pairing them with another student or a small group to share their ideas, concluding with a larger group sharing of ideas or discussions.
	Enables students to construct their own meaning abut a topic or question, while they test their own thinking and consider the ideas of others.
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
