	1.   Choral Reading
	Reading aloud simultaneously as a group and/or individually lines form a text in order to present an interpretation. *SIOP 
	Develops fluency; differentiates between the reading of statements and questions; practices phrasing, pacing, and reading dialogue; shows how a character’s emotions are captured through stress and intonation.

	2.   Debate
	Engaging in an informal or formal argumentation of an issue. *SIOP
	Provides students with an opportunity to collect and orally present evidence supporting the affirmative and negative arguments of a proposition.

	3.   Drama Games
	Engaging in creative dramatics (e.g., pantomime, tableau, role playing). *SIOP
	Engages students in the reading and presenting of a text and creating meaning through a kinesthetic approach.

	4.   Presentation
	Presenting information in a variety of formats (e.g., dramatizing text, debating a topic, sharing research).
	Provides opportunities for students to deliver information orally and/or visually to an audience.

	5.   Oral Interpretation
	Reading a text orally and providing the necessary inflection and emphasis that demonstrate and understanding of the meaning of the text. *SIOP
	Shares with an audience the student’s personal insight into a text through voice, fluency, tone, and purpose.

	6.   Oral Reading 
	Reading aloud their own or other’s texts.

*SIOP
	Provides opportunities for students to share their own work, build fluency, and increase confidence in presenting to a group.

	7.   Rehearsal
	Engaging students in multiple practices of a piece of text prior to performance. *SIOP
	Provides students with an opportunity to clarify the meaning of text, prior to performance, as they work together to plan the addition of dramatic conventions (e.g., gestures, vocal interpretations, facial expressions).

	8.   Role Playing
	Assuming the role or persona of a character.

*SIOP
	Develops the voice, emotions, and mannerisms of a character in order to facilitate improved comprehension of a text.

	9.   Socratic Seminar
	Engaging students and teachers in a focused discussion in which they ask questions of each other on a selected topic; allowing only questions, no statements.
	Helps students arrive at a new understanding in which students learn to formulate questions and address issues in lieu of jus stating their opinions.
