[image: image5.wmf]The goal with Truisms is that you make a connection to your life experiences.  It could be a story about something you have experienced personally, something that a relative experienced and you witnessed or was told about, something that you saw in a movie or read in a book.  The most important element of this writing is that you MAKE A CONNECTION and WRITE ABOUT IT!!
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How long does it have to be?

A complete story with enough details so the reader doesn’t have to wonder who?, what?, why?, when?, where?, and how?.  

It should take a whole page of the composition notebook.
