Test Policy

A minimum of three tests will be administered per six weeks.  The students will be informed several days in advance so that they can prepare by reviewing and studying the material.

Grading Policy
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Each six weeks grade will reflect the academic progress of the student and will be determined as follows:
· 50% daily work, homework, reading aloud, class participation, pop quizes
· 50% tests
· Final Exam grade = 25% of semester average

Class Policies:
1. Makeup Assignments: Upon returning to school after an excused absence, students have five days to complete and turn in any missed assignments.  After the five days, missing assignments will be recorded as a zero.
2. Tardiness: Each class begins promptly after the bell rings.  If a student is not in the classroom and prepared to work when the bell rings, he/she is tardy.  First time warning, Second time there after lunch detention.  If it persist, parents will be notified.
