Procedures for Requesting Orientation & Mobility Services
Diagnostician:

1. VI teacher (only) will request an O&M (Orientation & Mobility) and/or Low Vision Evaluation if appropriate. 

2. Obtain consent from the parent for an Orientation & Mobility assessment through an ARD meeting. 
3. The case manager and parent will complete the “Referral for Orientation and Mobility Services”. (Referral forms can be located on Special Services website.) 
4. Campus Diagnostician will deliver completed copy of the “Referral for Orientation and Mobility Services” along with the “Notice of Proposal to Evaluate” to Special Services attention: VI Program Special Services Administrative Assistant.
5. VI Program Administrative Assistant will forward evaluation request to O&M Specialist.
6. O&M Specialist has 60 calendar days (from date of written, signed consent TEC 29.004) to complete assessment.
7. O&M Specialist will contact campus diagnostician and/or case manager upon completion of assessment to schedule an ARD.
8. Diagnostician and/or case manager will schedule an ARD (within 30 school days after completion of assessment) in order to present results and recommendations.
9. If the 30th day falls during summer, ARD to be scheduled on or before first day of school (see TAC 89.1050).
10. O&M Specialist will present assessment and recommendations at ARD.
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
