DETERMINATION OF NEED FOR SURROGATE PARENT TO BE

APPOINTED FOR A STUDENT IN SPECIAL EDUCATION OR A STUDENT IN

NEED OF REFERRAL TO SPECIAL EDUCATION

A surrogate parent will be appointed for any student for whom one or more of the following conditions apply.

· Parent cannot be found after reasonable efforts to locate the student’s parent(s).

· Parent can not be identified.

· Student is a ward of the state and this has been verified through contact with the courts.

PROCEDURES FOR IDENTIFYING AND TRAINING SURROGATE 

PARENTS

· A surrogate parent cannot be an employee of TEA, of Brownsville ISD, or any 
other agency who is involved in the care and education of the student.

· Surrogate parents cannot have any interest which conflicts with the interests of 

the child he/she represents.

· Surrogate parents must complete a training program which addresses the provisions of federal and state laws, rules and regulations and the ARD process.
· Persons interested in being appointed as surrogate parents should contact the Administrator for Special Services to arrange for training at 698-1270 OR 548-8400.
· The district will identify and maintain a list of individuals that qualify as surrogate parents.
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
